Once again, GuluWalk Fredericton was a tremendous success this year.  

We hosted a screening of the movie WarDance on October 19th and made posters for the Walk.  I thought the movie was inspiring because it showed how the Acholi children affected by the war in northern Uganda are using music and dance to overcome their terrible experiences.  It is sad in parts but has a positive ending.  This movie was given to us by GuluWalk national office; we will be able to show it again throughout the year in CISV, MCAF and SHOUT/STU events. 

On the afternoon of October 25th over 70 children, youth, students and families of CISV, SHOUT (Students Helping others Understand Tolerance), and MCAF (Multicultural Association of Fredericton) joined the walk from Holy Cross House, across the city into and through Odell Park and back.   Participants ranged in age from 5 months to 75 years.

This year the walk raised approximately $1400.  This is down from last year’s event, but none the less still an impressive amount.  

I participated in the Human Rights Youth Forum Born Free the same day and talked about GuluWalk on a panel talking about projects of “active youth.”  As a result, a super keen group of youth from Moncton participated in part of our Walk (they had to leave early to return to Moncton) because they have decided to organize their very own 'GuluWalk 2009' in Moncton next year.  They took a poster and t-shirts to show their commitment.

Overall the walk was a great success.  I would like to thank everyone who took the time to come out and walk with us on Saturday, especially Anna Galvin from SHOUT and Andrew Gbongbor with the MCAF youth group, without their help this event would not have been possible 
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
