CRIMINAL RECORD CHECK INFORMATION
CISV adults (anyone 18+ years) are reminded that criminal record checks are critical in order to support our children’s participation in CISV activities. The CRC process is an important part of our risk management efforts which help ensure the safety and wellbeing of our children.  
The Risk Manager maintains a data base of CRCs in our membership.  As per CISV Canada policy, CRCs are valid for a 2 year period.  The Risk Manager must be provided with the original CRC and retains it for the 2 year period.
CRCs must be completed by:

· program leaders 
· Interchange families
· families hosting homestays (excluding IPP delegates who are adults) 
· chaperones for local minicamps.  
CRCs must be completed by any adult (18+ years) who will be present in the household during the activity (e.g. interchange, homestay etc).
A recent change to this process means that some individuals (whose date of birth and gender match a flagged record) now have to submit to fingerprinting. This occurs in approximately 20% of applications.  
If required, this new process can add up to 4 months to the CRC process, therefore it is important that CRCs are completed as soon as possible.

Named person must submit application to City Hall (to be signed when dropping off), volunteer fee rate $11.30 with letter from CISV (PDF available to be downloaded from website) 

Named person must pick up completed CRC letter in person from the Police Station. 

IF YOU LIVE OUTSIDE CITY LIMITS: 

Apply at RCMP Oromocto (506) 357-4300 between 8:30 & 4:30

Named person must present in person to the office, with 2 forms of government issued identification with current address (one must be picture ID).  The form is completed there.  No letter is required for this stage.  IF you are required to be fingerprinted, you will need an original signed* letter from CISV.  These are available from Program Chairs or Executive members.  Finger printing is currently only available Thursday 1-4 pm.

Acceptable government issued identification:
·  includes but not limited to:   passport; citizenship card; driver’s license; provincial or territorial government identification cards; provincial health card; birth certificate; etc
