SELECTION CRITERIA

· Current membership  
· Submission of Application and Reference 

· Applicant’s involvement in Junior Branch (JB), or Chapter activities

· Participation during Mini-Camp or other activity

· CISV youth applicants demonstrate CISV characteristics

Each criterion is weighed equally in considering applications.  If all youth applicants are equal but there aren’t enough positions, the selection committee may utilize a random draw.
NOTIFICATION -Applicants notified of selection decision Feb 28- Mar 2 2012 or asap.
NOTE – Suitable applicants not offered a spot in the initial round will be wait-listed for potential subsequent 2012 International Program invitations the chapter could receive/accept.

EXPECTATIONS AFTER SELECTION
· Attend International Programs All-Delegations Meeting - Sunday Mar 18, 2012  
· Parental involvement in delegation planning & preparations
· Commitment to active participation in Program Planning with their Delegation & leader to ensure the delegation is properly prepared to represent Canada at an international level and maximize this educational experience.
· Parental and youth involvement in Chapter activities and administration.

· Paid members & participation in the chapter the year following your program
De-selection may occur if:

· Any selection criteria are not maintained. The committee would discuss the issue with the delegate and family and ultimately a de-selection could result. 

· The program committee determines that the applicant is not ready for the CISV experience and/or doesn’t have the necessary attributes and attitudes.

· The parents (or youth) are not willing to make a commitment to the Chapter or the delegation.

· Unacceptable behavior is demonstrated as deemed by CISV Rules and Guidelines.

Note:  If de-selection occurs after the applicant accepts an offer to be a delegate, the family & leader may incur a financial penalty. This is to be determined by the Program Chairs and Chapter Executive.
