CISV is a non-profit organization which promotes international understanding through children by offering them the summer time (or over holidays) opportunity to participate in international camps or exchanges.

There are various international programs for different age groups beginning with age 11 through 18.

The “ Camp or Village “ program is for a 3-4 week duration , hosted by a CISV chapter and directed by trained volunteer staff. 9-12 countries are represented by a delegation from their CISV National Association. The delegation usually consists of 4 youth and an adult leader. Activities during the camp focus on cultural sharing, informal educational activities, and cooperative games.  Leadership development, working in groups and taking ownership for planning activities is a major focus in the Summer Camp program for teenagers. All youth and adults live, work, learn and play together developing a sense of global family and cross-cultural friendships. 

The Interchange program is a small group exchange with another CISV chapter. Similar age youth and an adult leader live in each other’s home for 3-4 weeks over 2 summers. The Interchange has 4 components: it is a travel experience, a cross-cultural learning experience, a family experience, and a group experience.
